History: We had a telephone meeting with Joy Ramsey. Ms. Ramsey is going through a serious problem of diplopia in certain position when she has both eyes open. She had seen Dr. Lee who did not give her any appropriate diagnosis. So, she came to see me. I examined her and I felt that she definitely needed a second opinion. I sent her to Dr. Marr. Dr. Marr examined her and sent her for MRI of the head and the patient states the nurse called her with the results that there is some small vessel disease of the brain, but her orbits appeared normal. At least, there is no space-occupying lesion or any other problem in the eye, but some small vessel disease in the brain. In the meantime, the patient went and saw the pulmonologist and also has followup of sleep apnea and Dr. Weber saw her and got her started on CPAP. When she went to get the machine, they told her that they have a two-month delay in getting the CPAP machine. The question of myasthenia came up when Dr. Weber saw her and once there is a question of small vessel disease of the brain and possibility of myasthenia. I think it is best she see a neurologist. Currently, we have neurologists in town where waiting period is more than three months. So, I told the patient that she needs to call her insurance and find out if there is somebody in Houston who could see her earlier who is a good neurologist. I will try to retrieve the report of MRI of the brain done at Physicians Centre. Since there is question of possibility of myasthenia, we need to do proper blood work instead of just rheumatoid factor, ANA, and sed rate or CRP. I have done sed rate, CRP and ANA multiple times on her in the past. So, she needs some more antibody testing and myasthenia gravis antibodies also. So, at this point, I have told her to find out who is the neurologist she can see and we will make a referral to that neurologist. She just had a complete blood work done by the endocrinologist Dr. Dean Blevins and A1c and essentially everything was within normal limits. The patient understands plan of treatment. We will go step-by-step, retrieve the MRI report, refer to neurologist, do workup for myasthenia and other rheumatologic illnesses, and see her in the office in a month.
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
