History: Ms. Bradshaw is an elderly white female who was brought here today to the office by her daughter as well as daughter-in-law. The daughter-in-law and son live with Ms. Bradshaw at her home. It seems they are taking really good care of the mother. Ms. Bradshaw is 88+-year-old and doing good. She has survived lung cancer. She has severe COPD. She used to smoke up until just a couple of months ago. She uses nebulizers. She uses inhalers. She has hypertension. She has also developed minimal cognitive impairment. The patient was having problem with behavior and walking in sleep and all, so I had referred her to see Dr. Dave after starting her on Risperdal, apparently she has tolerated Risperdal well. She is awake, alert and oriented. She is also on donepezil, which is generic for Aricept, 5 mg, which she is tolerating well. She has hypertension and hyperlipidemia and, because of chronic venous insufficiency, she does get some leg edema for which she takes Lasix 20 mg p.r.n. I have advised the daughter-in-law to get labs done as we have to monitor diuretics in any patient, more so in elderly, to prevent hyponatremia or hypokalemia. The daughter-in-law then stated that Ms. Bradshaw has developed some bed ulcers and I wanted to look at that and I examined her back and, at the crevice of her buttocks, she has a yeast infection. I have suggested her use of Lotrisone cream alternating with some ASAP Silver Gel and see how she does. They all understand plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. Med list reconciled. The patient is also sent for labs and will be seen in the office in a month.
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
