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PATIENT NAME: Leroy Taylor

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old male who is referred for a screening colonoscopy. He has no GI complaints at this time except for some reflux, which is under control on pantoprazole 40 mg q.d. At times, he needs an extra dose that he takes on a p.r.n. basis. He also is on meloxicam. He has no alarming symptoms of reflux without any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, odynophagia, or hematemesis.

He was previously with Kaiser Insurance and is being evaluated by *__________* MCO. Please refer to the impression outlined below for the pertinent positive and negative findings.
IMPRESSION:

1. Average risk for colon cancer – no GI complaints at this time.
2. Gastroesophageal reflux disease –symptoms are under control on proton-pump inhibitors.

3. History of prostate cancer – being followed by oncologist, Dr. Ravi Krishnan.
4. Mild elevation of hemoglobin A1c of 6.4.
5. Normal BUN and creatinine.
6. Mild elevation of serum calcium of 10.4.
7. Normal LFTs, iron and cholesterol.
8. No evidence of anemia with normal WBC, hemoglobin and platelets and normal rectal indices.
9. Borderline low vitamin D.
10. Stool negative for occult blood – as of 05/04/2021.

11. History of shortness of breath and was evaluated at GBMC on 06/27/2021and the findings were reviewed and the impression was COPD/pneumonia. There is a diagnosis of pneumonia based on the evaluation at GBMC in June 2021. Followup imaging study was advised and it does not appear that the study was done.
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12. Status post EKG at GBMC on 06/27/2021 and it showed sinus tachycardia and possible left atrial enlargement with left anterior fascicular block with left ventricular hypertrophy and possible anterior myocardial infarction of indeterminate age and there were some ST-T changes felt to be nonspecific and there was no prior EKG available for comparison. 
13. History of prostate cancer – he has an appointment to be seen by Dr. Benjamin Opara at Midtown Hospital.
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
