WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION INJURY
The patient was seen on 01/18/2022, with complaints of right arm pain and pain traveling to right hand, to shoulder with swelling right arm, sharp pain. States injury occurred on 01/11/2022, while at work in special education in the process of restraining special ed students. When seen by me, the patient had complaints of numbness and tingling right hand up to elbow for the past week with burning pain to shoulder. Impression was neuropathy to right upper extremity. The patient was allowed to return to work the following day with light duty restrictions, primarily to limit the use of right hand and arm and to not have any encounters with students with followup on 01/27/2022.
DIAGNOSIS: Neuropathy, right arm and hand.

PLAN: Follow up on 01/27/2022, with light duty at work without contact or having to restrain students with followup on 01/27/2022.
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
