CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today on 01/27/2022, with complaints of some sore throat with slight cough, aching and congestion for the past two days with temperature of 102 reported last night. Given Zofran for slight nausea.
The patient with history of exercise-induced asthma on albuterol to take p.r.n. Otherwise, no medical history.

Examination revealed erythema to the tonsils, only one left tonsillar exudate identified. 1+ anterior cervical adenopathy. Noted to be slight tenderness to the left and right mid abdomen without guarding or tenderness.
Strep and flu tests were obtained as well as COVID testing. The strep test was positive.
IMPRESSION: Strep.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was notified and the patient placed on amoxicillin 250 mg per teaspoon to take for 10 days t.i.d. with strep precautions. Follow up as necessary.
