The patient presents with complaints of right breast pain, headache, fever and chills and body aches for the past two days. Has been taking acetaminophen without benefit.
My examination reveals pain right breast with nursing for the past two days with myalgia, chills for two days with temperature 99 degrees reported yesterday.
Examination revealed inflammation right lateral superior breast extending into right pre-axilla with definite adenopathy without evidence of fluctuation or abscess formation.

IMPRESSION: Right mastitis.

PLAN: The patient given Rocephin 500 mg IM and Toradol 30 mg IM, given prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline with instructions of followup with her OB doctor if not clearing or to return here tomorrow for additional injection.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Right breast mastitis.
PROGNOSIS: Good.
