The patient is seen today for followup of Workmen’s Compensation injury at school, doing light duty to allow healing of tendon injury right medial thigh and strain to right lower abdomen in the inguinal area. He states doing much better with only residual discomfort. Now, feels like he is almost well, but concerned about continued altercations. He states that he was forced to have another encounter with the same 3rd grade student who is quite large yesterday without re-injury. He states that coaches are helping restraining students part of the time, but that the other workers are women and he is reluctant not to assist them if necessary. We will continue work restrictions for another 10 days, add meloxicam as antiinflammatory to continue to take and to continue to avoid altercations with students at work unless unavoidable.
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
