Per your request for an Independent Medical Evaluation based upon the records of Gabriella Mann, please note the following medical letter:
On January 27, 2022, I performed an Independent Medical Evaluation based upon review of the records of Gabriella Mann. Due to the constraints of COVID-19, a physical examination was unable to be performed. A doctor-patient relationship was not established.

The patient was injured in an automobile accident on or about February 17, 2017. Gabriella was a passenger in a vehicle driven by Jordyn Reed on February 17, 2017. Gabriella was injured when the vehicle collided with another vehicle. I did review a fair amount of medical records as well as several photographs of the injuries to the patient’s body. There were several lacerations noted on the photographs.

Review of her records shows that her past medical history is positive for dysthymia.

Allergies: No known allergies.
Medications: Include Prozac 40 mg one a day.

Past Family History: Reveals father with dementia.

Social History: The patient never smoked.

Past Surgical History: Reveals left arm surgery where she had a fractured arm, as well as a result of this automobile accident, an outpatient surgery for removal of the glass of the eyelid.
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I would like to comment on some of the records that I have reviewed. As I mentioned, I reviewed multiple photographs demonstrating multiple abrasions and lacerations to the face and upper extremities. It is my feeling that plastic surgical revision of these scars and lacerations should be considered at a later date. I did review multiple medical bills for her injuries and I did find all of them reasonable and necessary as it relates to this injury. Records from the initial emergency room visit at IU Ball Memorial Hospital on February 17, 2017, state that the patient presents following a motor vehicle collision. The onset was just prior to arrival. The collision was a passenger’s side impact in high speed. The patient was a passenger. She was complaining of neck pain. On physical examination, they noted superficial abrasions about the face and bilateral upper extremities. In the neck, there was soft tissue tenderness to the left medial trapezius. There were abnormalities noted on x-ray studies. X-rays of the pelvis and hip were negative for fracture. However, CT of the cervical spine showed what looked like a foreign body in the left frontal scalp region as well as reversal of the normal cervical lordosis likely secondary to muscle spasm. As a reviewer, my comment on the CT findings was that they did notice the foreign body of glass as well as it does take a great deal of acute trauma to cause reversal of the normal cervical curvature and this creates a lot of spasm and it is unusual to note these findings on radiographic studies unless it was a severe traumatic event. In the first emergency room visit, they did remove glass from the left mid forehead as well as a left mid cheek. Their impression was motor vehicle accident with multiple abrasions and contusions. They did prescribe the narcotic Norco. She was seen a second time in the emergency room at IU Ball Memorial Hospital on February 22, 2017. They state she is a *_________* -year-old female who presents for evaluation of right shoulder pain. She was involved in a motor vehicle accident five days ago. She was in a vehicle turning into her apartment complex when the vehicle collided with a large truck, which did not have the headlights on. She was seen initially in the emergency department and since then has been experiencing shoulder pain. It was constant pain. She was prescribed Norco for the original emergency visit and she is also complaining of headaches as well. At that time on February 22, they took additional x-rays of the ribs, which showed suspicion for a nondisplaced right anterior third rib fracture. There were negative x-rays of the shoulder. Their impression was rib fracture and they gave her a prescription for more Norco. Reports from Ball Memorial Hospital Outpatient Plastics Clinic dated June 23, 2017, relate that she was involved in a motor vehicle accident, multiple glass foreign bodies to the face and arms. She had multiple pieces removed in the emergency room, but presents with a retained glass piece in the left lower eyelid. Their impression was left lower lid with a 3 mm glass fragment in the lower lid. On another outpatient plastics procedure, dated 07/27/2017, procedure performed was excision of a foreign body of the left lower eyelid. I also reviewed other medical records whereby the patient was treated for symptoms of depression.
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After review of all the medical records, my diagnostic impressions are:

1. Right shoulder trauma with strain.

2. Cephalalgia.

3. Cervical trauma and strain.

4. Fractured right third rib.

5. Multiple lacerations to the face and arms with retained glass piece in the left lower eyelid.

6. Multiple skin scars.

The above six diagnoses are directly caused by the automobile accident of February 17, 2017. The glass was excised through the Plastics Clinic on an outpatient on July 27, 2017. As mentioned in the earlier body of this letter, further plastic surgical intervention may be considered for her scarring.

After review of all the medical records, I did find that all the treatments that she received as it relates to the automobile accident of February 17, 2017, and as outlined above in my narrative, were all reasonable, necessary and appropriate. All the treatments that she was given for this automobile accident as outlined above were all appropriate, necessary, reasonable and related to the motor vehicle collision of February 17, 2017. I did review several medical bills and I found that all the bills were all appropriate and necessary, reasonable and related to the automobile accident of February 17, 2017.

I have not provided medical care or any treatment for this claimant. I have not made any referrals or advised any treatment. I have reviewed the patient’s medical records and I have not performed a physical examination due to the constraints of COVID-19. The purpose of this was to do an Independent Medical Evaluation based upon the records. We have not entered into a doctor-patient relationship. The above opinions are based solely on the information provided and mentioned above and they are expressed within a reasonable degree of medical certainty based upon the scientific principles accepted in the medical community.

I am dual board certified in both family practice and also osteopathic medicine. I have over 40 years experience in these types of cases.
I have been given oral informed consent to conduct this review and share my findings with any party who requests this information.
