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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me he does not remember the exact date or year.  He thinks it happens sometime between 2004 to 2007.  He does not know the month, date, or year.  The patient tells me that, he was in The Police Academy in St. Louis Missouri.  The patient was in the gym.  It was a Coast Guard function.  The patient was hitting speed bag.  The patient tells me that there was a 45 pounds disc above the speed bag.  The speed bag broke, and the 45 pounds disc fell on top onto his forehead.  He hit ran top of his forehead.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, he had significant laceration in the forehead and started bleeding.  The patient tells me that he felt confused and disoriented after the impact.  The patient tells me that he would have significant head pain.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  He was taken to the hospital in the local hospital.  The patient had 69 staples placed on the forehead.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient tells me that he was not working for the next three days.  The patient tells me later he had to go to hospital take out the staples.
The patient tells me that since then his memory seemed very poor.  He tells me that that his memory significantly affected.  He is becoming very forgetfulness.  The patient has slurred speech sometimes.  The patient tells me that he had hearing deficits in the left ear.  The patient tells me that he does not know that is related to the head injury.  Denies any hemiparesis.
The patient currently is working as electronic technician.  He tells me that the injury did not affect his job.  He tells me that his job has not been affected by the injury.
MoCA examination:

MoCA examination is 24/30.  The patient missed five on delay recall.  The patient also missed 1 on attention/serial seven.  It shows that he has significant memory deficits.  He missed all five on delay recall.
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
