CHIEF COMPLAINT: COVID-19.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a very pleasant 77-year-old Caucasian female seen today who is hemodynamically and clinically stable. She was swabbed on routine testing at the nursing home was seen and found positive for COVID-19. She was moved to the “hot unit” where she is being monitored stringently. She is without any complaint. There has been no complains of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision or hearing changes or bleeding. She does not have any coughing or any changes in shortness of breath. She noted that she is loss sense of smell or sense of taste.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes diabetic neuropathy, diastolic congestive heart failure, Parkinson’s disease, depression, chronic hyperlipidemia, polyarthritis, iron deficiency anemia, hypertension, major depressive disorder, amputation of left lower extremity, and degenerative joint disease.

MEDICATIONS: Includes Tylenol No. 3 p.r.n., Depakote 500 mg once a day, glimepiride 2 mg daily, *__________* 4 mg one day in the evening, ibuprofen p.r.n., Mobic p.r.n., Neurontin 300 mg t.i.d., NovoLog sliding scale, nystatin powder p.r.n., Tylenol p.r.n., vitamin C tablet, zinc tablet, and Zoloft 25 mg q.h.s. plus 50 mg q.h.s.

ALLERGIES: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/79, temperature 98.4, heart rate 68, respiration 18, oxygen saturation 97%, and blood sugar 143. HEENT: Benign. 
Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even symmetrically. Cardiac: Shows regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.
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IMPRESSION/PLAN:
1. COVID-19. She did not display shortness of breath. No changes sensations of smelling or taste. She is on zinc and other routine management for the hospital nursing home.

2. Cystitis resolved.

3. Major depressive disorder. Continue Zoloft.

4. Diastolic CHF. Continue current therapy.

5. History of left below knee amputee.

6. Peripheral neuropathy. Continue gabapentin.

7. Type II diabetes. Continue NovoLog and glimepiride.
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
