HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 83-year-old Caucasian female seen today who has been moved to the COVID-19 unit for routine swab and coming positive with COVID-19. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision or hearing changes or bleeding.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes vascular dementia, bipolar disorder, vitamin D deficiency, hypothyroidism, GERD, chronic pain, anxiety, insomnia, TIA, osteoporosis, osteoarthritis, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Includes allopurinol 300 mg daily, BuSpar 2 mg b.i.d., calcium carbonate 600 mg b.i.d., clonazepam 1 mg every four hours as needed, colchicine 0.6 mg b.i.d., benazepril 10 mg q.h.s., gabapentin 100 mg daily, Keppra 1000 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg in the morning, lisinopril 2.5 mg daily, Lopressor 12.5 mg b.i.d., multivitamin, rivastigmine patch, and Tylenol p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, ANTIBIOTIC, and CODEINE.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/76, temperature 97.6, heart rate 70, respirations 18, and oxygen saturation 96%. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest rises even symmetrically. Cardiac: Shows regular rate and regular rhythm with normal S1 or S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.
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IMPRESSION/PLAN:
1. COVID-19. Continue current protocol therapy.

2. Vascular dementia. Continue current therapy.

3. Bipolar disorder. Continue trazadone.

4. Anxiety. Continue BuSpar.

5. Hypertension. Continue lisinopril and metoprolol.
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
