CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Includes Tylenol p.r.n. as needed, amlodipine 10 mg daily, Anusol suppositories as needed, ascorbic acid 500 mg b.i.d., aspirin 81 mg daily, azithromycin 500 mg daily, calcium, vitamin D b.i.d., carvedilol 25 mg b.i.d., ceftriaxone 500 mg b.i.d., clonidine 0.1 mg as needed, Colace 100 mg b.i.d., Cozaar 100 mg daily, dexamethasone 4 mg b.i.d., donepezil 5 mg at bedtime, iron 325 mg b.i.d. every other day, folic acid 1 mg daily, hydralazine 50 mg t.i.d., Lantus 100 units daily, levothyroxine 200 mcg daily in the morning, *__________* mg daily, meloxicam 7.5 mg daily, mirtazapine 15 mg at bedtime, multivitamin, Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., Tessalon Perles 200 mg q.8h as needed, tramadol 50 mg q.8h as needed, valproic acid 250 mg b.i.d., vitamin D 50 mcg as needed, zinc sulfate 220 mg b.i.d., Zofran 4 mg as needed.
