CC: Unusual behavior.
HPI: An 81-year-old who has an indwelling Foley secondary to a neurogenic bladder. The patient has vascular parkinsonism and associated dementia. He is an unusual character of making off the cuff comments at times, but it has been noted by staff that over the last few nights he has been headed to the exit at night stating that he was going to his sister’s house and it took effort to get him to come back into the facility. He does have a history of UTIs and it is possible that the behavioral issues noted are due to UTI. The patient can become contrary and not want to give a UA. So, we are going to treat him empirically after speaking with the staff.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular parkinsonism, dementia, neurogenic bladder with an indwelling Foley and dysphagia with a PEG and pleasure diet.
ALLERGIES: BACTRIM.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/21/2021.
DIET: TwoCal one can t.i.d. a.c. along with pleasure diet.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Presumptive UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x7 days and encourage increase H2O. We will see what the antibiotic does for him and, if it is not effective, then there may be just simply behavioral issues that we need to medically address.
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
