CC: Followup on right lower extremity wound.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room. She has had her done this evening complimented her on that. She appeared to be in good spirits but apparently she was receiving personal care with the home health aide and there she somehow got some bruising on her left lower extremity. She stated it does not bother her at this point. The patient had also requested to have her Lexapro 10 mg discontinued. She has done a routine where she will request medications and then a month later want to have her discontinued. She has done well on Lexapro. It had been discontinued by her choice and then 12/30/21 it was restarted after she started having the blues and it is just kind of having less interest in things around her. Psyche nursing was also evaluating and following patient and they recommended the Lexapro as well. I told her today we are going to stay with it and not discontinue it.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, loss of ambulation, weight-bearing,,  in wheelchair, depression and OAB.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

ALLERGIES: Adhesive tape.

MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg q.d., TUMS 500 mg b.i.d. ASA 81 mg q.d, and Lasix 40 mg MWF.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was ready for bed, watching the news in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/66, pulse 64, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech clear. She can voice her needs and understood given information. Oriented x 2-3.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is in wheelchair that she can propel using her feet and hands. She has her left lower extremity with compression wrap. There is no pitting edema and her left upper extremity, which has lymphedema and it appears stable and not excessive in size.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right lower extremity. There is bruising that is resolving nothing to do at this point in time.

2. Depression. We will continue with Lexapro. No discontinue.
