CC: Right external ear lesion.

HPI: An 82-year-old with Lewy Body dimension and bipolar disorder noted to have a non-healing sore in the crease of her external right ear. The patient seen in room tonight when I asked if it felt sore or was itchy. She stated that sometimes it bothered her when she would comb her hair or would lay on it. She denied picking at it and told me that she was going to have her son take her to the doctor, so it could get fixed. I told her we would take care of that she was pleasantly surprised. The patient is doing well in the Highlands she comes out for meals will socialize with other residents though they are all different topics of conversation and there have not been any behavioral issues with her. Son does come to visit her and she is always talking about that once he is left.

DIAGNOSES: Lewy Body dementia, Parkinsonism, bipolar disorder, hypothyroid, gait instability, uses manual wheelchair, and OAB.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Zyprexa 5 mg b.i.d., CranCap q.d., divalproex 250 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Myrbetriq 50 mg q.d., KCl 10 mEq b.i.d., Exelon patch 9.5 mg q.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s. and Artane 2 mg b.i.d.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient propped up in bed watching television. She was alert and good spirits.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/88, pulse 68, temperature 97.8, respirations 14, and weight 150.8 pounds.
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HEENT: Right external ear mid crease. There is a visible raised flesh colored area surrounded by some redness. There is slight tenderness to palpation. No warmth or drainage. Negative ear tug. No LAD post auricular.
NEURO:  Orientation x1 and makes eye contact. Speech was clear and was appropriate in her interaction.

SKIN: Warm dry and otherwise intact in good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right external ear lesion unclear how long this has been present or whether patient had any trauma or is picked at it. Keflex 250 mg q.6h. x7 days to start and daily cleansing to the area with bacitracin.
