DIAGNOSES: Morbid obesity, CKD, DM-II, HLD, and OSA.

ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN, EES, NAPROSYN and DOXYCYCLINE.

DIET: Regular within liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese female, propelling self around room and no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/58, pulse 78, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, and FSBS 233.
NEURO: Orientation x3. Clear coherent speech. She was smiling and appeared to be happy and states that she enjoys this new room, as it does not feel depressing like her other room did.
