RAZAK, HISHAM
This is a 91-year-old gentleman with history of liver failure, ascites, and cirrhosis, most recently hospitalized with pneumonia, respiratory failure and hypoxemia.

The patient was discharged home on 01/22/2022. Family and physician have decided that the patient is no longer a candidate for further treatment and/or future hospitalization and, for this reason, the patient has been placed on hospice. The patient needs hospice because he has lost weight 12 pounds to be exact in the past month, frequent falls, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, end-stage cirrhosis, and end-stage liver disease associated with ascites and advanced age at 91.

The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate given the patient’s current condition and subsequent recent admission and hospitalization. The patient requires oxygen at this time to keep the patient comfortable and anti-anxiety medication as well as pain medication. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence and he is short of breath at all times. The patient’s care has been discussed with everyone involved including family who has agreed with hospice treatment at this time.
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
