LUCKETT, ADELL
This is a 97-year-old woman who has been recertified for hospice with history of dementia, confusion, weight loss; the BMI has now dropped down to 13, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of Alzheimer’s disease, KPS of 30% currently, FAST score of 7C. The patient is definitely bedbound, homebound, has total ADL dependency and requires hospice care to keep the patient comfortable for the last few remaining weeks or months of her life.

Since last hospitalization, the patient has lost more weight. KPS has dropped down to 30% and the patient has become much more agitated, requiring medication around the clock to control symptoms. The patient is eating very little at this time and is expected to do poorly and remains hospice appropriate with less than six months to live.
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
