HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 72-year-old female who had a colonoscopy done on December 2, 2021 and is being evaluated as part of the post procedure followup. Presently, she has no GI complaints without any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, dysphagia, odynophagia, bleeding per rectum, or melena.

Please refer to the impression outlined below for other pertinent positive and negative findings.

IMPRESSION:

1. Internal and external hemorrhoids – presently asymptomatic.

2. Diminutive polyps – status post polypectomy – pathology of another polyps showing tubular adenoma and second one as hyperplastic polyps.
3. Diverticulosis of the sigmoid colon – presently asymptomatic.

4. Labs from August 24, 2021 revealed a normal CBC with no evidence of anemia and normal liver enzymes.

5. Mild hypercholesterolemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. High-fiber diet.

2. Unless otherwise indicated followup appointment in one year’s time for office visit only and other time if there is any change in bowel habits or any B12s or iron deficiency anemia or bleeding per rectum then will consider evaluation for an earlier colonoscopy. If not surveillance colonoscopy in five years time.
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
