HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Emma is a 9-year-old young lady who comes in today with symptoms of sore throat. No cough. Some congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis. No hematochezia or seizure or convulsion. The patient is not febrile, but is tachycardic.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Last time she was on antibiotics in November.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives with mother. No secondary exposure to smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and awake, in no distress. She does not appear to be septic.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 99%, temperature 97.9, respirations 16, weight 126 pounds.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red. There is cobblestoning.
NECK: There is anterior chain lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

HEART: Tachycardic.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis, suspect strep given her tachycardia. We will go ahead and treat with Amoxil 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d.

2. Reevaluate in 24 hours if not improved.

3. Call if any nausea and vomiting noted.

4. The patient recently had COVID, she does not appear to have been infected with the flu, but we will keep a close eye on her condition. Tylenol for her comfort measures.
