CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of respiratory symptoms with some lethargy, slight sore throat, persistent cough with frontal headache for the past week, seen before with Medrol Dosepak, with negative tests for strep, flu and COVID. He returns today, not any better with his grandmother.
Examination reveals slight erythema of throat. Few rhonchi. Appears to be in mild distress.
Repeat COVID and strep tests were obtained, both were negative.

IMPRESSION: Probable parainfluenza without evidence of more serious infection.
PLAN: Grandmother elected to have injections. We will give Rocephin 1 g IM and dexamethasone 8 mg IM because of size in addition to prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Prognosis good with instructions to return as needed.
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
