CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen in the clinic with papular eruption scattered across face, increased on the right side and right antecubital fossa with linear streaking. Reported to be slightly pruritic with questionable exposure to flees. Sister has been seen today as well with a diffuse, slightly raised, erythematous rash to both cheeks, possible reaction to facemask. The patient has no other medical problems.
IMPRESSION: Probably reaction to bite versus allergic type rash.

PLAN: The patient was given prednisolone in the form of Pediapred and also azithromycin to take with instructions to follow up if not clearing over the next several days.
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
