CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen in the office with history of rash on her face for the past five days. Mother treating with topical cortisone; seems to be getting worse. No known cause except wearing facemask at school for COVID protection.

Examination shows diffuse erythematous eruption on both cheeks with slight induration compatible with the contact dermatitis versus allergic reaction.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Contact dermatitis, face, possible reaction to facemask.
PLAN: The patient is given dexamethasone 2 mg IM and a prescription for Pediapred to take for the next several days, to leave facemask off until rash subsides with recommendation to change to a different material on your own when has to resume wearing facemask at school. Follow up with pediatrician if rash is not clearing.
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
