Mrs. Rivera is a 76-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and her diabetes is complicated by neuropathy. The patient is currently taking metformin 500 mg once a day. She reports for her breakfast, she usually eats peanut butter and toast and for lunch she usually tries to stay away from sugar and eats a balanced meal for lunch and for supper. She tries to stay active. She is currently on chronic prednisone therapy. For generalized pain, she is on prednisone 5 mg once daily and her diabetes is complicated by neuropathy.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, at this point, I am going to establish a baseline hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel and therefore we will continue metformin 500 mg once daily.

2. Her diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy. She is currently on Lyrica therapy 75 mg twice daily. She also takes prednisone 5 mg once daily for generalized pain.
3. For her hypertension, she is on losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 50/12.5 mg once daily.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on statin therapy taking atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. Follow up with primary care provider.
