Mrs. Jaglowski is a 74-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 20 years ago. She also has a history of osteoporosis, osteoarthritis, diverticulitis, colostomy and reversed colostomy and hypertension. For her diabetes, she is currently on glimepiride 4 mg twice a day and Victoza 1.8 mg once daily. She reports that her blood sugars have been averaging around 140 to 185 most of the day. She states that she is lost about 12 pounds.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, at this point, my recommendation based on a hemoglobin A1c, which was 10/20/2021 was 9.6%. It is to change the patient off of Victoza therapy and placed her on Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return. We will continue the glimepiride 4 mg twice a day.

2. For her osteoporosis, we will continue to monitor and have a followup with the primary care provider Dr. Khurana.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. Continue to follow up with primary care provider Dr. Khurana.
