HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old female with cough. The patient states she believes she has COVID; this was an encounter via telephone without examining the patient. The patient was allowed to remain in her car while she was tested. She appeared in no significant distress.

COVID test was positive. The patient did not receive a detailed examination.

She was prescribed the following.

1. Tessalon 200 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, #30.

2. Prednisone 20 mg one p.o. daily for 10 days, #10.

3. Zithromax 200 mg two p.o. now and then one p.o. daily until gone, #6.
She was strongly encouraged to go to the emergency room if she gets worse. She was advised to monitor her pulse oximetry, to buy a machine and, if her pulse ox gets below 95% at room air, she must go to the emergency room.
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
