HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman here with mass on his lower extremity. The patient states the mass is located in the area of his leg that rubs against each other. He states he has a history of skin tag and the mass appears similar.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He denies weight loss. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. He states he is eating and drinking well. Denies pain in the site. He states the lesion is nontender.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 143/83.
Pulse 66.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

EXTREMITIES: In the thigh, there are multiple skin tags of various sizes; largest being approximately 1 cm and he had about three or four of this size on bilateral inner thighs.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Skin tag.

2. Excision of skin tags.

PROCEDURE: The patient was educated on as to the procedure to remove these skin tags, he states he understands and gave verbal consent for me to proceed with removal.

Site was prepped with Betadine.
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Site was injected with lidocaine and only those that will be removed and larger ones will be injected.

After anesthesia was achieved, a #15 blade was used along with a forceps, lesion was secured with forceps, then cut with #15 blade; total of three lesions were removed on the left.

Similar procedure was done on the right. Site was prepped with Betadine and anesthetized with lidocaine without epinephrine approximately 3 mL. About four similar skin tags on the left were anesthetized, secured with forceps, then cut with #11 blade. Bleeding was minimal. Site was then cleansed again and Betadine applied to bilateral inner thighs where lesion was removed, 4 x 4 was placed on the site, then secured with Coban wrapped around the thigh

The patient tolerated the procedure well.

There were no complications.

He was educated on home care.
The patient was sent home with the following prescription. Bacitracin 500 units/g, he will apply this twice daily with home wound care. He was advised to come back to the clinic if he is worse, namely if he sees swelling, redness, increased pain, he states he will understand and will comply. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
