She states that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical, or emergency care and he is having no complaints today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the visit to the ER, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to the visit to the ER, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to the visit to the ER, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the visit to the ER, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the visit to the ER, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Pulse 69.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.4.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Flat and nondistended. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Left hand second digit, no edema and no erythema. He has full range of motion with no discomfort with range of motion. There is no tenderness to palpation. Capillary refill is less than two seconds.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post fracture, second digit left hand.

2. Finger pain.

An x-ray was done today of his digit and the x-ray revealed no acute processes and no fractures. The patient and mother were educated on the x-ray findings and the need for discontinuing splint, she states she understands. She was advised that child can go back to his normal activities including soccer and to be very careful.
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
