Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of dementia.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was admitted here on 12/13/12 upon transfer from St. Mary Mercy Hospital. The patient had NSTEMI and was treated for pneumonia, urinary retention, and has a history of malignant melanoma. He had melanoma excision and had a surgical procedure. The patient is reported to be doing okay. Staff reports no behavioral problems. The patient remains very confused. He thought he is 72 years old. He could not tell me when he came here and what brought him here, but he denied any sleep or appetite disturbance. He reports that he has five daughters and a son and family is very supportive. The patient believes that he came here to “get strong” so that he can go home. No reports of any depression, crying spells, paranoia, or delusions.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, history of urinary retention, malignant melanoma, hypertension, pneumonia, senile dementia of Alzheimer's type, and NSTEMI.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia and delirium resolved.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: None.


Family/Social Hx: The patient has five daughters and a son. Family is supportive. He believes that his wife passed away three months ago, but the chart indicates that the patient’s wife passed away on July 12th. The patient used to work at Ford Motor Company as a civil engineer.


Current Medications: Aricept 5 mg h.s. and trazodone 50 mg h.s.


Other medications, recently treated with Flagyl. The patient is also on aspirin, amlodipine, metoprolol, and multivitamin.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appears to be younger than stated age.


Motor Movements: Within normal.


Demeanor: Cooperative and pleasant.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self, but did not know the name of the place, date, or time.


Speech/Language: Clear.


Thought Process: Ongoing confusion.


Affect/Mood: Euthymic.


Thought Content: Believes that he is here to “get strong” so that he can go home.
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
