Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested by staff for management of the patient’s anxiety, agitation, and repetitive behaviors.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 04/16/12. The patient is a poor historian. Staff attempted to contact the patient’s son as well as granddaughter, but was unable to get hold of them. The patient is reported to be very anxious and restless. The patient was quite dysphoric and tearful during my evaluation and expressed unhappiness over being here. Staff reports that the patient yells for Judy. The patient denies any auditory or visual hallucinations, but she is very confused. She thought she is 49 or 50 years old. The patient did not know the name of this facility or today’s date. She thinks that she came here three years ago.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart senile dementia with delusions, hypertension, and constipation.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient reports that her husband is deceased. The patient is son is a dentist. Staff was unable to contact the patient’s son and not much background information regarding the patient is available to me at this time. The patient vaguely admits to working at her son’s office and calling people for appointments.


Current Medications: Medical PA increased risperidone dose to 0.5 mg b.i.d. on 11/06/13. The patient was on 0.25 mg b.i.d. upon admission.


Other Medications: Atenolol, artificial tears, cranberry capsules, aspirin, lisinopril, meloxicam.


Allergies: No known drug allergies.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed.


Motor Movements: Agitated.


Demeanor: Somewhat irritable and resistant.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self only and could not tell me today’s day, date, month, or season.


Speech/Language: Clear.


Thought Process: Confused.


Affect/Mood: Anxious, dysphoric, and tearful.


Thought Content: Worried about who is going to “cook food.”
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
