Discussion and Recommendations:


1) Considering the patient’s persistent anxiety, dysphoric, mood, and restlessness, the patient could benefit from an anxiolytic medication. I will start Lexapro 5 mg q.d. to improve mood.


2) I would recommend gradual dose reduction of Risperdal in an attempt to use the lowest effective dose of antipsychotic medications, decrease risperidone dose to 0.25 mg a.m. and 0.5 mg p.m.


3) Staff attempted to contact the patient’s family, but unable to get hold of them at this time.


4) Continue non-pharmacological interventions and encourage participation in diversional activities, provide one-on-one attention.


5) Will follow with you.
