CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: This 59-year-old female with history of hypercholesterolemia presents with chest pain.

HPI: The patient is a 59-year-old female with long-standing history of hypercholesterolemia who subsequently underwent changes in her cholesterol meds. She then developed episodic chest pain over a period of three days. The pain would last 5 to 10 minutes, it was left-sided, non-radiating and no associated symptoms. The patient now presents for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Cyst, left knee.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. She states that she had a bulging disc.

2. Fallopian tube disorder.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Atorvastatin 20 mg h.s.
2. Advil p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with coronary artery disease and cancer. Paternal grandmother died with gastrointestinal cancer. A sister has hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes history of alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain.

Skin: She reports rash and eczema.

HEENT: She has impaired vision and wears glasses. Ears: She has tinnitus. Nose: No decreased smell or bleeding, no obstruction. Oral Cavity: She states that she has sensitive gums.
Neck: She reports neck stiffness.
Respiratory: No cough or shortness of breath.

Cardiac: As per HPI.

Gastrointestinal: She has bloating and constipation.
Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.
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Musculoskeletal: She has pain cramps and weakness. She reports back pain secondary to bulging disc. She also reports knee pain.
Neurologic: She has incoordination.
Psychiatric: She has nervousness and depression.
Endocrine: Unremarkable.
DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm with nonspecific ST depression. Compared with her EKG of November 9, 2021, there are no significant differences. She underwent echocardiogram on December 29, 2021, this revealed normal left ventricular systolic function, normal diastolic function and no segmental wall motion abnormality.
IMPRESSION: This 59-year-old female with atypical chest pain, history of hypercholesterolemia, is seen for evaluation. On examination, she has borderline ECG. Her symptoms are not consistent with angina. She has normal echo. No further workup at this time.
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
