Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Meyers, evaluated for renal failure and elevated calcium, underlying history of prostate cancer.  We are not aware of recurrence.  We did workup for elevated calcium, negative for monoclonal antibodies, levels of vitamin D were normal.  PTH has been suppressed, which is appropriate for his abnormal kidney function.  He has proteinuria but has not reached nephrotic range.  Normal size kidneys without obstruction.  Isolated stone on the left-sided, testing for membranous nephropathy negative.  Complement levels normal, antinuclear antibodies negative, ANCA negative, HIV negative, anti-GBM negative and one more time no monoclonal protein.  He denies hospital admission.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine clear without cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Denies changes on medications.  For blood pressure he is being on Norvasc, metoprolol and prior losartan/HCTZ was discontinued, prior exposure to antiinflammatory agents also discontinued.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 139/81.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, proteinuria but non-nephrotic range.  Serological workup negative as indicated above.  No obstruction.  Isolated stone on the left-sided.
2. Hypercalcemia, isolated stone on the left-sided, negative workup, suppressed PTH.  I am not aware of recurrence of PSA.  We will discontinue HCTZ that can cause high calcium, four to six weeks later we are going to recheck chemistries and further workup accordingly.
3. Hypertension, presently off HCTZ.  He will check it at home.  We will adjust other medications as needed.
4. Diabetes likely diabetic nephropathy and proteinuria.
5. All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
