Dear Dr. Geitman:
This is a teleconference for Mrs. Price has chronic kidney disease donated a kidney to the uncle.  Last visit in July.  She is enjoying her retirement life.  No hospital admissions.  All the review of systems right now is negative.
Present Medications:  Medications include Norvasc, combination of potassium sparing diuretic and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home well controlled 121/76.  She is alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress and normal speech.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries creatinine 1.4, GFR 38 stable.  Low sodium, which now is persisting around 134 with a normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Normal platelet count, white blood cell and differential.  Minor increase of red blood cell count at 5.2 million.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Kidney donation to her uncle.

2. CKD stage III stable overtime and no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or volume overload.

3. Status post open heart surgery for myxoma with valve replacement complicated with ARDS respiratory failure, everything went back to normal.

4. Breast cancer without recurrence.

5. New problems of hyponatremia, which is persistent.  This is likely related to HCTZ that needs to be discontinued and we will recheck.  Might need adjustment for other blood pressure medications.
6. Minor increase of the red blood cell count.  However, no associated abnormalities on white blood cell or platelets and hemoglobin is in the upper normal.  At this moment does not require any specific assessment.  Monitor chemistries overtime.  She will call me with blood pressure if it trending up off the HCTZ and we will do blood test every three months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
