The patient will discontinue glipizide ER in place of that Jardiance 25 mg daily is started. The patient will also continue Janumet XR 100/1000 mg one tablet daily. She will go to CPL Laboratory today for urinalysis, urine culture, and BMP. Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day started for urinary tract infection. The patient will be seen again in two months and blood tests will be done at next visit.
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
