SYMPTOMS:  None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of BPH, also history of GERD, and reflux. He is on Flomax and omeprazole.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5’7 inch tall, weighing 153 pounds, and blood pressure 136/68.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.
Extremities: No edema.

CNS: No gross abnormalities.
DIAGNOSES:

1. History of benign prostatic hypertrophy.

2. History of gastrointestinal reflux.
RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, lipid, hemoglobin A1c and PSA and then will prescribe Flomax 0.4 mg daily. Finasteride that is generic Proscar 5 mg daily and Nexium 40 mg once a day.
