TUCKER, TERRY
This 60-year-old gentleman is being recertified for hospice at this time with advanced malignant neoplasm of sigmoid colon stage IV. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. The patient has a KPS score of 40%, severe temporal and muscle wasting. The patient continues to be in pain. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. No longer able to ambulate, bedbound and homebound, requires high dose pain medication to control his pain. The patient is a DNR and continues to decline regarding his advanced metastatic neoplasm. The patient remains hospice appropriate and is expected to die within six months. The patient suffers from significant weight loss and decreased appetite since last certification, observed by nurses and well documented.
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
