VUONG, THOMAS
It is time for recertifying this 86-year-old Vietnamese gentleman with malignant neoplasm of rectum, atrial fibrillation, muscle weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition and KPS score which has dropped to 40%.
Mr. Vuong remains hospice appropriate because of continuation of weight loss as well as total ADL dependency, shortness of breath related to his cardiomyopathy and EF of 20%. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. The patient remains anemic and with low albumin and low protein. The patient has very little appetite, bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent and actually short of breath because of his chronic anemia. The patient is expected to do poorly and most likely live less than six months, remains hospice appropriate.
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
