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1. WB, 61-year-old with low back pain and leg pain. The patient had lab work, CT scan, including urinalysis, treated with spinal stenosis; Medrol, tramadol, and Flexeril given. The patient is very appreciative of Dr. Garcia. He stated he was great and funny.

2. ER, 49-year-old woman presented with change in mental status. The patient was found to have MDMA in her system with UTI, CBC and chemistry okay. The patient was treated with Cipro for UTI. She did not answer the phone, but workup was complete and treatment appropriate.

3. DT, 74-year-old woman with elevated blood pressure. After she had full workup including cardiac workup, CT of the head because of severe headache, lab work and COVID testing, she was given Apresoline IV and started her on hydrochlorothiazide. Blood pressure has already come down. The headache is gone. She stated Dr. Garcia was thorough and complete and she loves the emergency room and uses that on regular basis.

4. AS, 65-year-old gentleman comes in to get a COVID test prior to his cruise. His blood pressure is 189/98, it was not addressed. I am not sure if the doctor even saw it. The discharge vitals were exactly the same as initial vitals, so the nurses just copied the vitals and this was not brought to anyone’s attention. His COVID test was negative, but I am not sure exactly how it came about. When I called the patient, he did not answer; must be on his cruise already. Minimal notes per Dr. Garcia, there are not his regular notes on the patient either which make me wonder if he saw the patient since the patient was only there for COVID testing.

5. MW, 12-year-old child for COVID testing with sore throat, headache, sneezing, fever, and cough. Test was negative. Diagnosed with URI. Treated symptomatically.

6. TC, 46-year-old with kidney stone and hydronephrosis. CBC was stable. Creatinine 1.4. Treated with tramadol and Flexeril ON OUTPATIENT BASIS AFTER WAS OBSERVED in the emergency room and referred to urology as well.
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
