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1. EP, 74-year-old woman comes in with feeling anxious and dizzy, is out of her Klonopin and her Paxil. Vitals were okay. The patient had no cardiac workup. No blood work. Only had a urine tox screen which showed benzodiazepine. The patient is a very prim and proper woman over the phone. I am not sure what he was trying to prove with the urine tox screen. She already told them that she was on benzodiazepines. Numerous prescriptions were given and the family and the patient were upset about that, but I called them and explained to them that we do not like to give narcotics in the emergency room and for the patient to follow up with her physician, but the problem was the fact that no workup was done as we discussed, but of course had been discussed that with the patient. Only 1 mg of Ativan was given in the ER before discharge.
2. SM, 3-year-old with sore throat. UA negative. He had not urinated for sometime. Swab tests were negative. Treated supportively. Family was happy with the care.

3. DL, 13-year-old with an ingrown toenail. Mother is a nurse. Partial excision was done of the toenail. When I asked about the physician, she stated “well! He could have done a better job numbing up my son; he was in a lot of pain during the procedure.” The patient had negative x-ray and was sent home with Keflex.
4. KB, 45-year-old with low back pain. CT showed degenerative disc disease. Treated with Flexeril and also received a trigger point injection for pain relief. The patient was very happy with the visit.

5. FK, 11-year-old with COVID-19 exposure and sore throat. Negative COVID. Positive strep. Treated with Amoxil. Mother very happy with Dr. Zadeh.

6. MK, 9-year-old with same symptoms and same issues. This was the brother of the above patient, also diagnosed with strep. Treated with Amoxil. Mother was happy with the care.

7. OF, 44-year-old woman with abdominal pain. Potassium 3.4 and white count 6.2. CT umbilical hernia and also gastroenteritis. UA showed UTI. The patient was treated with Macrobid. Dr. Zadeh did not treat symptoms with Bentyl, Zofran or anything else and he could have given Cipro that would have helped with the gastroenteritis and the UTI at the same time instead of Macrobid. Nevertheless, the patient was happy with the care both the physician and the emergency room visit.
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
