The patient presents with history of sneezing a lot, stuffy nose, and also wants to have testosterone levels checked. He states symptoms have been present for about a week.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Herpetic medications for herpes simplex.
He also has history of hyperlipidemia. Impression was acute sinusitis. Also, the patient is requesting a complete physical exam, we can do it. 
Examination included general appearance, ears, nose and throat, which revealed purulent nasal discharge. Normal exam of neck. Normal respiratory exam. Normal abdominal exam. Normal CVS exam. Normal skin exam. Normal extremities exam. Normal neuropsychiatric exam.

The patient had routine comprehensive labs.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Acute sinusitis and complete physical exam.

PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin 1 g and dexamethasone 8 mg IM. Also, he was given prescription for a Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. The patient was advised to follow up in one week to go over his lab work including testosterone check as requested by the patient. The patient states that he has been doing competitive weightlifting.
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
