CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen in clinic with history of fever and cough with sore throat. Today, with a temperature of 102.9 on admission.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient’s past medical history is uneventful.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on no current medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
Examination revealed initial lethargy with rhonchi. Eyes: small number of petechiae to right lateral inferior orbit.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID test performed in the office showing positive for type A flu. Chest x-ray was obtained because of cough and fever which showed no acute abnormalities. Because of elevated temperature, the patient was given Tylenol and ibuprofen reducing temperature to normal including the stress of the patient much improved.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Type A flu and petechiae secondary to cough. The patient’s mother was told to observe the patient to continue with temperature precautions, given prescription of ibuprofen, cautioned if the patient continued to have elevated temperature or any distress, may have to go to emergency room for further evaluation, but the patient is much improved at the time of discharge, felt to have acute flu type A with hyperpyrexia secondary to flu, now controlled with medications. Given prescription for ibuprofen 100 mg per teaspoon to start, take one and half teaspoons every four hours as needed for fever and follow up as needed.
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
