The patient is here for a followup to be released, was seen at HCA Emergency one week ago with negative x-rays, told ankle sprain and has been staying off of the leg, now much improved.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative except for surgery on right thumb.

MEDICATIONS: No medications.

Examination showed no tenderness or swelling with ability to bear weight.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup, right ankle sprain, resolved.

PLAN: Because of clearing of symptoms and improvement without having medical deficits, the patient is released to return to work. Advised to wear brace for the next one or two weeks and avoid playing basketball where injury was occurred to give ankle more time to recover.
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
