The patient presents to the clinic with complaints of headache and abdominal pain today with normal vital signs.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: Currently, on no medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Normal. Skin examination revealed no significant abnormality including general appearance, ENT, neck, respiratory, cardiovascular, abdomen, back, skin, extremities, neuropsych were all found to be normal except for 1+ tenderness in the left lower quadrant without guarding, rigidity or rebound.
The patient had a flu and COVID test in the office in the clinic which were all negative.

IMPRESSION: Benign abdominal pain, with frontal headache, with history of headaches per mother.

PLAN: Parents were advised to observe the patient, to go to the ER if condition worsens and to follow up with pediatrician as needed, take ibuprofen as needed for headache.

FINAL DIAGNOSES:

1. Probable change in headaches.

2. Benign complaints of abdominal pain.

PROGNOSIS: Good.
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
