CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presented with a chief complaint of sore throat, requesting strep test present for the past few days without other associated symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient states that he has a history of occipital headaches secondary to head trauma in hostel playing football with apparent minor concussions with neurological workups in the past with negative findings.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Uneventful and negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Negative. HEENT: Examination revealed moderate pharyngeal erythema without exudates or adenopathy. Neck: negative. Respiratory: Negative. CVS: Negative. Abdominal: Negative. Skin: Negative. Extremities: Negative. Neuropsych: Negative.
Strep screen was obtained which was found to be negative.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis, non-strep.

TREATMENT: Because of appearance of throat with questionable strep infection with negative strep screen, the patient was given prescription for amoxicillin 500 mg to take one three times a day for 10 days and follow up as needed.
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
