CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of fever, ear drainage and congestion for the past three days, given Tylenol. My evaluation reveals cough and congestion with a temperature of 101.6 reported this morning, onset for the past four days with drainage from her left ear. The patient’s mother states that home COVID test was negative today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Had a hernia at 29 weeks.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Otherwise normal. History of ear tubes 07/21/2021 both ears with recurrent otitis media since then.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

FAMILY HISTORY: Has a 3-year-old sibling who is also sick and both are in daycare with mother with bunch of sick kids according to mother.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Revealed no abnormalities of constitutional, CVS, GI, GU, eyes, neurosensory, skin, neurological, and psychiatric systems.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Eyes normal inspection. Conjunctivae normal. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Ears show presence of tubes in both ears, right and left, with minimal drainage evident at this time. Pharynx was red without exudates. Neck exam was negative. Respiratory system showed scattered rhonchi. Abdominal exam was normal. CVS system with normal heart sounds without murmurs. Skin: Normal color. No rash. Extremities: Nontender. Normal range of motion. No pedal edema. Neuropsych: No evident abnormality.
Strep screen was obtained in the office which was reported as negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, pharyngitis and chronic otitis media with tubes.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Ciprodex to apply in both ears and amoxicillin 125 mg to take for 10 days. Advised recommendations to follow up with pediatrician and ENT doctor in the near future.

PROGNOSIS: Good.
