CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with congestion and runny nose with stuffed up feeling for the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Notable with hypertension, thyroid disease, hypogonadism, arthritis, on multiple medications; to see list on chart. He states other problems are under good control. He needs no refills. He has a history of Bell’s palsy maybe years ago with problems with dry eyes with inability to fully close left eye, being followed at Mann Eye Clinic with possible lacrimal duct surgery. He has history of sinusitis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted rhinorrhea with mucosal edema at the nostrils. Eyes: Normal to inspection. ENT: Otherwise, normal to inspection. Lips and conjunctivae within normal limits. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Ears within normal limits. Pharynx negative inflammation. Airway within normal limits. Neck: supple without obstruction. Respiratory: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds within normal limits. Abdomen: Normal. No tenderness or organomegaly or distention. CVS: Regular rate and rhythm. Heart sounds within normal limits. Skin: Normal color without rash or dryness. Extremities: Nontender with full range of motion without pedal edema. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Sinusitis. The patient is given injection of Rocephin 1 g and dexamethasone 8 mg and prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK with followup as needed with followup in the future for refills of his regular medications.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Sinusitis.
