The patient presents with complaints of sore throat for the past day. The patient is on unknown medications. History per the patient to me is sore throat and congestion for the past day with some upper abdominal discomfort. No other associated symptoms with upper respiratory system.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Essentially uneventful.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgical history.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative other than complaints of abdominal pain. No constitutional, CVS, lymphatic, GI, GU, eyes, musculoskeletal, skin, neuro, or psychiatric abnormalities reported.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Without distress and alert. Eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal edema noted. Eyes are normal to inspection. ENT normal otherwise. Lips and mucosa within normal limits. Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and accommodation. Ears within normal limits. Nose within normal limits. Airway within normal limits. Neck: Normal to inspection and supple. Respiratory: No respiratory distress. Breath sounds within normal limits. Abdomen: Nontender without organomegaly or distention. CVS: Regular rate and rhythm without abnormal heart sounds. Skin: Normal color. No rash. Extremities: Nontender. Full range of motion. No pedal edema. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. CNS: II through X intact. No motor sensory deficits. Mood within normal limits.
Strep screen was obtained which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis, nonspecific abdominal complaints. The patient was given prescription for Z-PAK 200 mg to take four teaspoons today and two teaspoons daily x4-5 days; because of size, unable to swallow pills. The patient discharged in good condition without distress.
PROGNOSIS: Good.
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
