HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with ischemic cardiomyopathy, recent non-Q wave myocardial infarction, left bundle branch block and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation status post ablation. The patient is recently admitted to St. Agnes Medical Center and cardiac catheterization showed severe left ventricular systolic dysfunction. EKG today shows sinus rhythm in the left bundle branch block. Echocardiogram showed ejection 20-25%.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70 mmHg, pulse 60 and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Ischemic cardiomyopathy.

2. Congestive heart failure.

3. Left bundle branch block.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient most probably will benefit from endocardial defibrillator implantation with biventricular pacing. Procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient and he agreed for the procedure.
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
