History: Mr. Parsons was seen today. I have not seen him since last October. He tells me he had a manic episode and was admitted to the hospital in Houston for at least two weeks. The patient states he bought some medicine in Houston that gave him tardive dyskinesia where the patient was continuously walking and could not stand still. He states he saw Dr. Mahesh Dave two weeks ago. He has started him on something called DAYVIGO and he states he broke out into rash and Dr. Dave, his psychiatrist, advised him to stop the medicine. There is some faint maculopapular eruption over his upper extremities and lower extremities and some on the back. I have told him to take some Benadryl and given him some clobetasone cream and see how he does. He states he had seen the ENT and they did not do any surgery for his sinus, but gave him a nebulizer to use at home. The patient states he also uses albuterol inhaler at home and he is running out of his albuterol inhaler.
The patient has multiple problems. He has:

1. Contact dermatitis.

2. Reactive airway disease.

3. Bipolar disorder.

4. Some tardive dyskinesia secondary to medication given when he was hospitalized.
The patient states he cannot sleep and I told him it is best if he talked to Dr. Dave about his sleep problem because it is difficult to know what medicines he is on and all that. So, currently, I have given him clobetasone cream and albuterol inhaler. He did talk to Dr. Dave about changing his medicines and I will leave it up to him for that and I will see him in the office in a month or earlier if need be.
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
